After censing, the Gospel according to John, on the first
appearance of the Resurrected Lord to His disciples, behind
closed doors for fear of the Jews, and Thomas’ infidelity that
have borne faith, was read in Greek, Arabic, Russian, Hebrew,
English, French, German and Latin.

Entourage then walked to the Central Monastery.
