Reference was also made on the Churches Mr. Christodoulidis
visited, among which the Church of Saints Peter and Paul in
Capernaum and that of the Holy Apostles in Tiberias and the
Russian Monastery of St. Magdalene on Tiberias shore.

Mr. Christodoulidis thanked His Beatitude for His time and the
interesting conversation and asked His blessing, as well as
for the visit and veneration of the Holy Sepulchre after the
fitting the occasion exchanging of gifts.
