
THE FEAST OF THE NATIVITY OF
THEOTOKOS AT THE PATRIARCHATE
On Monday, September 8/21, 2020, the Patriarchate celebrated
the Feast of the Nativity of our Most Holy Lady Theotokos.

Theotokos, with the Divine Liturgy which was officiated
by His Eminence Archbishop Theophanes of Gerassa, with
the co-celebration of the ministering Priests of the
Holy Shrine, Archimandrites Meletios, and Dionysios, the
Priests George Hader Baramki and Nectarios, Archdeacon
Mark  and  Hierodeacon  Eulogios.  The  chanting  was
delivered by the Secretary of the Holy and Sacred Synod
Hierodeacon Simeon and all the Fathers were hosted by
the  Hegoumen  Most  Reverend  Archbishop  Dorotheos  of
Avela.
